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PROCUREMENT INTEGRITY ACT

· General
Procurement Integrity Section of the Federal Procurement Policy (OFPP) enacted by Congress established specific regulations.

-
The law prohibits a person from knowingly committing certain improper actions and applies to any employee of a federal agency as well as employees of a contractor.

· Applicability
-
Applies to government prime contractors regardless of the dollar amount of the contract.

-
Certification of compliance to the act applies only to prime contractors and modifications in excess of $100,000.

-
Flowdown of the act to subcontractors is not required.  Certificates for procurements in excess of $100,000 is optional.

· Policy
-
SUBSECTION 27(A) PROHIBITED CONDUCT BY CONTRACTOR

-
Offering, promising, discussing future employment or business opportunity with procurement official.

-
Offering, promising, giving money, gratuities or anything of value.

-
Soliciting or obtaining proprietary or source selection information prior to award.

-
SUBSECTION 27(B) PROHIBITED CONDUCT BY PROCUREMENT OFFICIAL

-
Soliciting, discussing or accepting a promise of future employment or business opportunity.

-
Solicit, accept or agree to receive any money, gratuity or anything of value from an employee of a contractor.

-
Disclose proprietary or source selection material to unauthorized personnel.
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-
SUBSECTION 27(C) RECUSAL

-
Procurement official/agency employee proposes in writing to disqualify himself from any procurement related to a contractor with whom he wishes to discuss future employment.

-
Requires approval in writing from the head of the procuring activity.

-
SUBSECTION 27(D) DISCLOSURE TO UNAUTHORIZED PERSONS

-
Proprietary or source selection information regarding a procurement shall not be disclosed to anyone not authorized to receive it.

-
SUBSECTION 27(E) CERTIFICATION AND ENFORCEMENT MATTERS.

(This subsection applies only to contracts/modifications in excess of $100,000).

-
Contractor official certifies that the has no information concerning a violation of Subsection 27 (A), (B), (D) or (F).

-
Prime Contractor certificate of procurement integrity made part of contract/modification.

-
A Procurement Official may not award a contract/modification unless he/she certifies in writing that such employee has no information concerning a violation of subsections 27 (A), (B), (D) or (F).

-
SUBSECTION 27(F) RESTRICTIONS RESULTING FROM PROCUREMENT ACTIVITIES OR PROCUREMENT OFFICIALS

-
No individual who was previously a government official with respect to a particular procurement may represent a contractor or participate in any manner leading to the award of a contract for such procurement.

POSSIBLE VIOLATIONS
-
Price or fee adjustment for illegal or improper activity

-
Cancel the Procurement

-
Disqualify the violating offeror

-
Other appropriate action

-
Refer the matter to the agency suspension and debarment official.
